during the 2007-

2009 biennium.  
 

That represents only 

14% of all STTI chap-

ters. In Region 2, 7 
out of our 23 chap-

ters (30%) received 
the key award.  

 
Our goal as a region 

is to increase that 
number to 50-60% by 

the 2011 Biennial 
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The Chapter Key Award, established in 1991, honors  
chapters who excel in chapter-related activities such as: 
 

¶ membership recruitment and retention 

¶ publicity and programming 

¶ professional and leadership development 

¶ local, national and international collaboration 
 

Is my chapter eligible?  
 
In order to apply for the 2011 Chapter Key Award (chapter activity for the timeframe be-
tween 1 July 2009 and 30 June 2011) chapters must be in good standing and have met 
chapter responsibilities as outlined in STI bylaws. According to Article IV, Section 8 of the 

International Bylaws, these responsibilities include: 

¶ Supporting the purposes of the STTI 

¶ Observing the provisions of the bylaws and complying with STTI's policies and  

regulations 

¶ Participating in the biennial convention House of Delegates and other business 

brought forth before the House of Delegates during the term  

This includes the electronic voting by delegates throughout the year.   
¶ Selecting and inducting eligible members a minimum of one time annually 

¶ Meeting all financial obligations, which includes cashing chapter checks as they 

are issued to the chapter by headquarters. 
¶ File required reports according to established guidelines, including the on-

time submission of the 2010 Chapter Annual Report by 2 August 2010. 
 

When and how does my chapter apply?  
 

The Chapter Key Award form is available for download to track points for the chapter. All 
nominators for the Chapter Key Award are required to download and complete the Chapter 

Key Award Form (Excel spreadsheet). Please note—without this form, the nomination will 
be considered incomplete and will not be reviewed.  
 

All submissions are made online.  The Chapter Key Award form is the only  supporting 
material required for a Chapter Key Award nomination. Chapters may upload other docu-

mentation to support answers in the Chapter Key Award form or provide information 
where documents are located, such as chapter newsletters on a chapter website.

Cur-

rently, I am a school nurse with an alternative education population.   Most 

of our middle and senior high students are in the juvenile justice system.  

     A select group of our students were identified to participate in a 2 week 

workshop with the Young Americans.  At the end of the intense 2 weeks the 

students put on 4 performances at the Orange County Performing Arts Cen-

ter, Southern California, USA.  One of the young women commented on how she was able to òRelease her Spiritó 

during the 2 weeks and learn that she could singé..and sing she did, challenging those of us in the audience to 

release our spirits in whatever form we saw fit. 

The student musical performance occurred after hearing Sr. Cal-

lista Roy present at an event hosted by the Upsilon Beta Chapter, 

California State University Fullerton, USA.  Sr. Roy presented the 

most recent version of her Adaptation Model (RAM) encouraging 

all of us to update our adaptations in working with the opportuni-

ties presented by the recent USA Healthcare Reform Act to 

strengthen nursingõs image. 

In between the first two events mentioned, I was able to participate in a discussion hosted by the Orange County 

Health Care Agency Public Health Department Maternal-Child Health Division regarding possibilities in the USA 

Federal Title V Funding through the Healthcare Reform Act.  Dr. Eric Walsh, MCH Medical Officer, OCHCA-

PHD, without knowing anything about the other two events, voiced the same encouragement as Sr. Roy and our 

young high school student.
